1. 2.  Has promoted membership and involvement with the Chapter through attendance at the local monthly professional development meetings, promoting student membership or involvement with the chapter including but not limited to student case competition, or other forms of involvement that support membership programs. 

3.  Has made an outstanding contribution to the Phoenix Chapter instructors and educational programs through various accomplishments, including but not limited to: 
a.  Be recognized as an outstanding instructor by students as evidenced through instructor evaluations or other evidence that demonstrates the instructor's ability to enhance student learning experiences
b.  Participation in the APICS Instructor Development Program (IDP) in a minimum of two categories or other programs which acknowledge qualified or outstanding instructors relating to supply chain management or operations management;
c.  Serves as a positive role model for other instructors, including but not limited to mentoring other instructors, teaching or participating in Train the Trainer or Learning Dynamics courses, hosting instructor meetings;

d.  Advances the cause of APICS Phoenix Chapter instructor effectiveness;
e.  Brings creativity and innovation to educational course offerings and instructor training, or will have shown great persistence in pursuing an innovative program;

f.  Professional contributions through active involvement with the APICS organization, including providing presentations at conferences/seminars, or publishing articles within their field of expertise.
